South Bound

1. Take the New Jersey Turnpike South to the end, and cross the Delaware Memorial Bridge.  (NEW JERSEY TURNPIKE S becomes I-295 S / US-40 W Crossing into DELAWARE.)  Go 4.3 Miles
2. Merge onto US-13 S toward BALTIMORE / DOVER-NORFOLK.  Go 9.7 Miles
3. US-13 S becomes DE State Route 1 South.
4. Continue on Route 1 South to Smyrna Exit 119b (Route 13 South.)  

5. Take Route 13 South past Rest Area to Paddock Rd. (also Road 30). There is a WaWa on the left hand corner of Paddock Rd. and Route 13.

6. Turn left onto Paddock Road and proceed approximate 500 ft. to Brick Store Landing Rd. (first road on right hand side).

7. Turn right onto Brick Store Landing Road and proceed until you see the DelDOT Emergency Operations facility.  Follow the road around to the back parking lot and use the lower level entrance facing State Route 1.  The first entrance that you come to at the rear, you will see DelDOT trucks.

North Bound

Route 13 North through the town of Smyrna to Paddock Rd (also Road 30). There is a WaWa on the right hand corner of Paddock Road and Route 13.

2. Turn right onto Paddock Road (also road 30) and proceed approximately 500 ft. to Brick Store Landing Road (first road on right hand side).

3. Turn right onto Brick Store Landing Road and proceed until you see the Emergency Operations facility.  Follow the road around to the back parking lot and use the lower level entrance facing Route 1.
